7. An adaptive learning question.

In the General Election Tribal Campaign each candidate is invited to have a lone discussion with me about the content of your Tribal Candidate Letters. If you did not send out letters, please send me what you would have sent out to the Tribal Members voters if you did send out such a letter.  I will base our discussion on what you send me.
